NFSC Return to the Rink Plan to start first session 9-13-2020
1. If there isn’t “in person” school then we will delay our start.
2. If there aren’t fall school sports then we will delay our start.
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]If your skater has any symptoms (fever of 100 degrees or >, loss of taste or smell, cough, shortness of breath, chills, sore throat, muscle aches, headache, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, runny nose, congestion, had a known exposure and is pending testing, has a currently covid-positive household member, etc.) then DO NOT COME!  Skaters will be forehead temperature checked upon entry.  If their temperature is above 100 degrees, they will not be allowed to skate.  Skaters will also be asked if they are “feeling well.”  Please be responsible and keep all of our skaters, coaches, and volunteers safe by not sending your kids if they are experiencing any of the symptoms above.
4. Skaters will arrive dressed and ready to skate with skates on (hard guards) as we will not be using locker rooms.  Make sure to use the bathroom before you come.
5. Skaters will only be allowed in the rink (unless there is a provider diagnosed medical/behavioral health reason.  In that case, please notify our Skating Director.  There will be alternative guidelines to follow).  Parents will only be allowed if they are doing a volunteer position:
a. Door Monitor
b. Check-in
c. Cleaning
*If a parent is volunteering and has multiple skaters that skate during different hours due to their level, than the skater not skating will be allowed in the lobby.  They must socially distance and must bring a seated activity to do while waiting.  Non-skating siblings, etc. are not allowed
6. Parents will provide an emergency number that the volunteers can contact them at if there is an emergency.  We are looking into a possible app in which parents could pay a monthly/yearly fee to watch their skater on.  More information to come.  Parents may be allowed in as the season progresses.  
7. Skaters on the ice will be capped at approximately 25 on the ice at any given time plus coaches.  This is to ensure skaters can keep a 6 foot social distance.  It will be important to register skaters as soon as possible.  The time your skater skates, either 5pm or 6pm, may depend on the number of registrations per level.
8. Fall session will only be open to skaters who skated during the 2019-20 season.  This is to ensure they have passed the skills necessary to get up off the ice without assistance.  Coaches are not allowed to assist unless absolutely necessary
9. Masking is required for all skaters, coaches and volunteers.  Masks must be kept on the entire time you are in the facility. Skaters MUST keep a 6 foot distance from other skaters/coaches.  Standing at the boards chatting, etc. will not be allowed.  If you are on the ice, you are skating.  The masking rule may be revisited as the season progresses.
10. Skaters will enter through the front entrance and will exit through the side door.
11. Skaters may not enter until the door monitor is holding the door open.  Skaters will then enter, have their temperature checked, and will be escorted to the ice.  If a skater’s parent is volunteering then they may enter with their parent instead of waiting.
12. Cleaning Volunteer
a. Sanitize check-in area before skaters enter and after they have gone on the ice
b. Sanitize high touch points (door handles, bathroom door handles, sink knobs, 
boards where guards are kept, etc.) before skaters enter and after skaters exit
c. Squirts hand sanitizer for each skater getting on the ice
13. Check-in Volunteer
a. Check in each skater
b. Screening questions
c. Available to tighten/loosen skates 
14. Door Volunteer
a. Holds the entrance door and squirts hand sanitizer for each skater entering the building
b. Holds the exit door and squirts hand sanitizer for each skater exiting the building
c. Monitors the rink.  If any skaters need to come off to go to the bathroom, etc. they would hold the door for them and re-sanitize accordingly
15. There will be a different set of volunteers for each hour as we will not expect a parent to stay if their skater isn’t skating at the time.  If we don’t get parent volunteers, then that hour cannot be held.  Unless doing the volunteer buy-out for the session, parents will be expected to volunteer at least once during the session.
16. No food or drink (If skaters require a water bottle, they must have their name on it.  No sharing of water bottles.  There will be a designate spot for water bottles).
17. If we have to cancel mid-session due to Covid related reasons/School Closure/WIAA Cancellation, refunds for the session fee will be given and will be pro-rated based on how many weeks are left in the session.
